To get a team to the worlds in Barbados costs in excess of $10,000 per boat.

Not only do the skipper and crew need to fly in, they also need to ship their boats to the event.

On top of the costs for the teams, there are the costs of running the event.

This event in Barbados cost in the order of ½ Million dollars US.

Teams paid $500 entry fee US with the remainder of the monies coming from sponsorship.

Gregory Armstrong – Sports Tourism, Barbados Tourism Authority

The Barbados Tourism Authority contributed around $150,000 US towards the event.

This amount is a small outlay compared to the returns.

Based on 350 persons for 17 days, we have calculated the return to the econmy to be in excess of $1.5 Million dollars US.

We would like to hold an event like this every year.

There has also been the extra exposure, building Barbados as a brand and a place for sports tourism.

Sports tourism is a major platform for businesses to get exposure.

The Fireball Worlds is leading to interest from other classes – causing a snowball effect.
